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The student is expected to give thoughtful, comprehensive answers to these questions based 
upon what he learned from watching the Atheism: The Christian Response DVD and completing 
the Atheism: The Christian Response study guide. This is an essay test; extra paper will be 
required. The teacher can decide the appropriate length of answers based upon the student’s 
age/grade level. We encourage the student to have his Bible available when taking the test and 
include Scripture references when possible.  
   
 
1. How does the Bible describe the human condition? Use Scripture to support your answer. 
 
 
 
2. What is the gospel of Jesus Christ? Be as clear as possible. Also include the biblical 

response to the gospel. 
 
 
 
3.  According to Romans 1:18-32, what does creation teach us about God? Why do people 

reject the existence of God? What is the result of this rejection? Give examples of how this 
is evident in our society. 

 
 
 
4. Contrast the Christian worldview to the atheist worldview. Describe in as much detail as 

possible at least three major differences between the two, including the logical ramifications 
that result from the beliefs held within each worldview.
