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The student is expected to give thoughtful, comprehensive answers to these questions based
upon what he learned from watching Politics: The Christian’s Response DVD and completing
the Politics: The Christian’s Response study guide.

This is an essay test; the teacher can decide the appropriate length of the answers based upon
the student’s age/grade level. We encourage the student to have his Bible available when
taking the test and include Scripture references wherever possible.
